To tie in with national storytelling week, we have focused our
activities and play around the much-loved story The Tiger Who
Came to Tear. The children have enjoyed making sandwiches for
snack time, creating tiger-inspired artwork and making
playdough buns. 

Rainbows have also explored the concepts of full and empty as
we filled the tea set, alongside lots of story sessions and
sequencing activities to help build understanding and recall. The
children have been working on celebrating their friends. During
circle time, one child ‘wins’ the special flower cushion by showing
good listening, sitting or joining in. The children then decide how
to congratulate their friend - some choose to clap, some cheer and
others raise their arms and shout “hooray!”. It has been lovely to
see the children being encourage and sharing in each other’s
achievements.

Sunbeams have been equally busy and curious this week. They
have enjoyed listening to the story and as the week has gone,
have shown increasing attention and ability to finish sentences of
familiar lines. They have been very busy making cups of tea,
using real tea bags and different scents to engage different senses.
